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I. PURPOSE 
 
The purpose of this policy is to provide employees and supervisors with a description of each 
approved uniform.  Variations to the uniforms described below are strictly prohibited 
without prior approval by the fire chief or designee. 
 

II. SCOPE 

This Standard Instruction shall apply to all San Diego Fire-Rescue personnel (excluding 
lifeguard services and civilian administrative staff). 

III. AUTHORITY 

The fire chief authorizes this policy. 

IV. POLICY 

A. Class “A” Uniform and Specifications

b. Class “A” uniform acquisition shall be mandatory for all sworn safety 
personnel. 

c. Class “A” uniform acquisition shall be optional for non-sworn 
personnel represented by L145.

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12) Name Plate Tab: A name plate tab shall be of the same fabric 
and shall be located on the right breast, ½" off the point of 
lapel, level with the center of the badge.  The name plate tab 
shall be ½" by 2" in size.  Eyelets shall be of rust proof metal 
and spaced 15/8" apart.

No cuffs; the bottoms of all 
trousers to be not less than 18" with 21" knee.  The maximum 
dimensions to be 20" bottom and 25" from the knee to conform 
to the size of the individual.
